012.98 Yankee Hill State Wildlife Management Area 
(2½ miles east and 1 mile south of Denton, 
Lancaster County) - 5 mph/no wake. 


 
012.99  All Fish & Wildlife Service managed 
waterfowl production areas (WPA) are 5 mph/no 
wake unless otherwise posted. Air boats are 
prohibited.
