The Abstracters Board of Examiners is amending these regulations as provided by law
and submitting this Explanatory Statement to accompany the regulations and describe
their purpose and the changes made during the rulemaking process.

As required by the Administrative Procedure Act, information on the proposed
regulations was provided to the Secretary of State, the Governor and to the Executive
Board of the Legislative Council on September 7, 2016.

Reasons for Rulemaking Process: The proposed rules will allow the Abstracters Act to be
adequately and fairly administered.

Necessity of Proposed Regulations: The current rules and regulations were adopted in 1985.
These proposed changes to the Abstracters Act are necessary because of laws passed and/or
clarification of procedures since 1985. Most changes were editing or technical language
changes which are essentially no change in policy. The changes generally consist of identifying
insufficient or inconsistent language and/or best practices. There is little, or no, impact on the
licensed abstracters or abstracting companies.
