CHAPTER 14 - RECORDS
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This chapter is adopted pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. "48-
1708.

Al farmlabor contractors shall nake and nmaintain for a
period of three (3) years records necessary to determ ne
their conmpliance wth these rules. Upon witten
notification of an investigation, a farm |abor
contractor shall preserve all records required by these
rules wuntil such tinme a final disposition of the
investigation is rendered by the D vision.

Records necessary to determne conpliance with these
rules include, but are not limted to records of:

A the nanme, pernmanent address, and tenporary address
of each worker;

B. the nanme, pernmanent address, and tenporary address
of each subcontractor

the work classification of each enpl oyee;

the rate of nonetary wages and fringe benefits, if
any, paid to each enpl oyee;

E. the total conpensation paid to each enpl oyee during
each pay period and the date it was paid;

F. t he dates of each enpl oyee's enpl oynent;
G the daily and weekly hours worked by each enpl oyee;

H. any deductions taken from the enployee's total
conpensati on and an expl anati on thereof;

the actual net wages paid to each enployee during
each pay peri od;

J. the agreenents required to be furnished to each
wor ker ;
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the agreenents between the contractor and any
subcontract ors;

the statenents of earnings given to each enpl oyee;

the agreenents between the contractor and farners,
the owner, or lessor of the land used for the
producti on of crops;

any payroll or other records pertaining to the
contractor's business as a farm |abor contractor
and the nmanner in which the contractor conducts
such busi ness;

copies of conpleted Immagration and Naturalization
Service I-9 fornms for every worker.
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
