TITLE 229 - DEPARTMENT OF LABOR

CHAPTER 26 - HOBBY/ANTIQUE BOILERS

001. This chapter is adopted pursuant to Neb. Rev. Stat. §848-722 and 48-727.

002. Hobby/antique boilers brought in from other states must be inspected and issued a certificate of
operation.

003. Thirty (30) days before the public gathering or show, all promoters, managers, and/or fair board
members shall report to the Department all hobby/antique boilers that do not have a current
certificate of operation issued by the Department.

004. Upon request, the Department may request names and addresses of owners who have displayed
their hobby/antique boiler at a public gathering or in a show.

005.  All hobby boilers shall be equipped with ASME Standard fire-actuated fusible plugs adequate to
protect the boiler from a low water level.

006. All hobby/antique boilers that require a certificate of operation shall be operated to protect the
boiler from a low water level.

007.  All repairs and alterations to a hobby/antique boiler must comply with the rules as defined in 229
NAC 15 and Appendix C of the National Board Inspection Code.

008. Hobby boilers may be viewed as meeting the requirements as a "State Special" provided that
details in the English language and United States customary units of the construction, material
specifications and calculations, approved by a registered professional engineer experienced in
boiler design, are submitted to the Chief Inspector for review by the Boiler Safety Advisory Board.
Approval of such a boiler as a "state special" may be given where the boiler is found to be in
compliance with acceptable standards and approval is obtained from the Commissioner.

009. All hobby, antique and historical boilers shall be inspected using the guidelines in Part 2,

Supplement 6 of the National Board Inspection Code.
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
